	LEARNING OBJECTIVES

	Students will:

1.  Explore the use of dramatic symbols and theatre conventions to re-tell a story
2. Create a puppet performance based on print
3. Give form and shape to ideas and experiences 

	ASSESSMENTS

	Observations:
Are students answering the key questions?

While making the puppets are students thinking about characterization? 

Are students comfortable speaking through their puppet and being silly. 
	Key Questions:

How does a puppet move? How should it move?
How can I make my puppet show emotion? 

Can I make a puppet? 

What kind of character will my puppet be? 

How will my puppet talk? 
How can I re-tell the three little pigs with my puppet? 

What are the important points in the story that should be in my play? 


	MATERIALS AND EQUIPMENT

	* Students already started puppets 
* Markers/ pencil crayons
* Glue, Scissors and Construction paper 

	PROCEDURE

	Introduction (10 min.):
	

	Hook
/Attention Grabber:
	Ask students to come to the circle carpet, ask them to sit with their groups (displays groups on the board). 

Use turtle puppet to grab student’s attention. If you want you can give the instructions through your puppet 

	Assessment of Prior Knowledge:
	Ask students if they remember the story we read last week? 

· Guide students and help them summarize it 
Main ideas: 

· Three pigs leave home 

· Each pig builds a home 

· 1st pig out of straw 

· 2ndpig out of sticks 

· 3rd pig out of bricks 

· Then the wolf comes by and says 

· “Little pigs, little pigs let me in or I will huff and I will puff and I’ll blow your house in” 

· Pigs say “Not by the hair on our chinny, chin, chins!”
· 
Straw house and stick house get blown apart but the brick house is to strong

· Together the pigs get rid of the wolf and live happily ever after ever

	Expectations for Learning & Behavior:
	Students are expected to:

· Share supplies

· Listen to instructions

· Work together to communicate though puppets 
· Be Respectful 

· Be good audience members

	Advance Organizer/Agenda:
	Advanced organizer:

Agenda:

1. Discussion and finishing puppets (10 min) 

2. Work on communication 

3. Experiment with movement 

4. Work with groups to rehearse groups 

5. Present plays 

	Transition to Body:
	Explain to students that they must decide as a group what their theme will be (their puppets should match) then they may go to their desks and use markers to finish off their puppets. They have 7-10 minutes to finish off their puppet. Put a timer on the SMART board for them.

Transition: Send students back to their desks


	Body (30 min.):

	Learning Activity #1:

Finish Puppet 
(10 min)
	Students will have 7-10 minutes to finish off their puppets 
· While students are making their puppet encourage them to think about: 

· What kind of character your puppet is? 

· Does it match your group members? 

· How old is your puppet? 

· Your puppets voice. 

· What kind of personality does your puppet have all …those kinds of things.
* If students finish before the ten minutes are up first they must clean up after themselves once they have done that they may start experimenting on characterization and movement with their puppets. 

	Assessments/Differentiation:
	Walk around and help students as needed. 

Ask them questions as they work to see if they are thinking about characterization, communication and story telling. 

	Learning Activity #2:

Info on Movement (5 min) 
Characterization: Voice (5 min)
	Have students bring their puppets with them and sit in a circle: 

· Call students up in their groups so that they are sitting together

Tell students that you will be giving them some tips and tricks about using puppets and about how puppets talk to each other. 

· Ask students: If you are watching a play and the actor on stage turns their back to you do you see emotion? NO! You see there back and that’s no fun. 

· Demonstrate
 how when puppets talk face to face it does not work because you only see the puppets side, which means you cant see its face and emotion is lost. 

· When puppets are listening to other puppets all they have to do is lean into each other to show they are speaking/listening 

Puppets can show a lot of emotion without saying anything: 

· Demonstrate movement to show emotion:

· Angry: Crumple up puppets face 

· Happy: wave arms excitedly (i.e. Kermit the frog)

All right now to explore voice and characterization! 

· To start I want you to JUST THINK about what type of character your puppet is… 

Examples:

· A princess pig
· Chef pig
·  A monster pig
· Based on that, how would it affect voice?

· i.e. If your puppet is a monster then does it have a raspy voice and cackle? 

· Is your puppet a good monster or a bad monster? How does that affect voice?

Instruct students to face the outside of the circle. 

Get them to start exploring puppets voice. Just go ahead and on your own try and figure out how your puppet should sound. 


Tell students with pig puppets to practice this line: 

· “Not by the hair on my chinny chin chin” 

Tell the wolfs to practice this line:

· “Little pigs, little pigs let me in or I’ll huff and I’ll puff and I’ll blow your house in!” 

Give students a moment or two

	Assessments/Differentiation:
	Observe students. Are they engaged, are they listening? Watch them as you talk are they exploring movement are they mimicking you as you explain different emotions. Walk around the outside of the circle as students explore puppet voice. If they are talking as they normally do encourage them to explore and take a chance with a more characterized voice (give suggestions on how they could accomplish that).  

	Learning Activity #3:
Rehearse (10 min)
	Students will have the next 10 minutes 
to practice acting out the story  

· Tips: Have students preform facing a wall

	 Assessments/Differentiation:
	If students need help, guide them by asking questions like “how would you feel if...” or “Why?” to guide them and make sure they are keeping on track without taking over. 

	Closure (10 min.): 
	 

	Consolidation/Assessment of Learning:

* Try to get through as may as you can
	Come back and present. The emotions they give characters will show whether they comprehend or not. 

· If there is time give instant feedback
. And students can also give each other feedback (2 warm and fuzzy one thing to think about/work on) after every performance.  

	Feedback From Students:
	Ask students if they enjoyed this activity. 

	Feedback To Students:
	Thanks students for all of their hard work tell them they did a very good job and you really enjoyed their puppet plays.

	Transition To Next Lesson:
	Have a great lunch. You may take your puppets home! (


�Students saw all the different puppets I had and got super excited. So I showed them all the different puppets that you could make. 


�I would say: “pig [1] made a house out of ______” and had the students shout out what the house was made out of. This made students way more engaged then me just telling them the answer. 


�Had students repeate these lines three times. 


�Allowed the different groups to talk. Asked the to raise their hand when they had their idea. I would ask the group what their idea was and send them to work at their own desks so I didn’t have the same problem as last art lesson with supplies. 


�Next time I would like to make this a three day lesson so that students can make outfits for their characters out of construction paper and have more room for creativity. 


�Students still had problems with not turning their backs to the audience. I tried to address the issue immediately. Kept the second group on stage to show them why back don’t work (gave them a better visual) 


�Did not do this. Instead I had all the wolfs say their line together. Asked them to do it more then once to make sure everyone was participating and then had the pigs respond with their line. 


�Had a timer on the board, but followed it loosely. Used my own judgment. 


�I explained to students that in theatre we give feed back. We try to give two warm and fuzzies and 1 thing to work on. And this is how I fixed the back to the audience issue. 
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
