How does a puppet move? How should it move?

How can I make my puppet show emotion? 

Can I make a puppet? 

What kind of character will my puppet be? 

How will my puppet talk?

	PROCEDURE

	Introduction (5-10 min.):
	

	Hook/Attention Grabber:
	Show students The Very Hungry Caterpillar 
Trailer: 

· https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=PrZh6UOPVSc#t=31 

Show students The Very Hungry Caterpillar book and explain that this video clip is not animated its using puppets. Tell students that we will be re-telling our own stories using puppets.

	Assessment of Prior Knowledge:
	By a show of hands ask students who has seen or used a puppet before?  

	Expectations for Learning and Behavior:
	Students are expected to:

· Share supplies

· Listen to instructions and participate in all activities
· Work together to re-tell the story using puppets
· Raise their hand and not shout out answers

	Advance Organizer/Agenda:
	Advanced organizer: 

· Set up supplies 

Agenda:

1. Read three little pigs 

2. Discuss identify (B,M,E and P,S)

3. Split into puppet groups 
4. Create puppets

	Transition to Body:

Read aloud with out interruptions:

2 minutes and 30 seconds  


	First Read The Three Little Pigs:

There were once three little pigs who lived with their mother. But they grew and grew, as little pigs do, until they grew too big for their mother’s house. So they went out into the world to find homes of their own. 


They trotted along happily, until they met a man selling bundles of straw. 


“Look,” squeaked the first pig. “I’m going to build a straw cottage.” And he did. 


The other pigs trotted on, until they met a man selling sticks. 

“Look,” grunted the second pig. “I’m going to build a wood cabin.” And he did.

“Straw and sticks are all very well,” Snorted the third pig. “But I want something stronger.” So she walked on, until she met a man selling bricks. 

“Hurrah!” she shouted. “I’m going to build a house of bricks. Bricks are much stronger than straw. They’re stronger than sticks too… but gosh, they’re hard work!”


It took a long time, but at last her house was finished. She crept inside and fell asleep. 


The very next day, a big bad wolf was passing the straw house when he saw the first pig inside. “Mmm, breakfast…” he thought. 


He rapped on the door and called out, “Little pig, little pig, let me come in!”


But the pig had seen who it was. “Not by the hair on my Chinny-chin-chin,” He cried. 


“Then I’ll huff and I’ll puff, and I’ll BLOW your house in!” growled the wolf. He took a deep breath. Huff! The straw walls wobbled. Puff! They blew completely away. 


The first pig squealed and ran to his brother’s house, with the wolf hot on his heels. 

“Little pigs, little pigs, let me come in!”


 “Not by the hair on our chinny-chin-chins.” 


“Then I’ll huff and I’ll puff, and I’ll BLOW your house in!” snarled the wolf.


Huff! The wood creaked. Puff! It cracked. Huff! It split into splinters. The two pigs squealed and raced to their sister’s house. The wolf was right behind them. 


“Little pigs, little pigs, let me come in!” 


“Not by the hair on our chinny-chin-chins.”

“Then I’ll huff and I’ll puff, and I’ll BLOW your house in!” howled the wolf. Huff! Puff! Huff! Puff! Nothing. The bricks were simply too strong. 

The wolf refused to give up. In two bounds, he leaped onto the rood and shot down the chimney… Splosh! He had landed in the cooking pot. The little pigs slammed on the lid – and that was the end of him.

As for the three pigs, they lived together in the strong brick house, happily ever after. 

Tell students that we will be taking this story and re-telling it using puppets. But first we need to find the important points of a story i.e. the beginning, middle and end of the story and the problem + solution. 
Ask the students to head back to their desks.

	Body (40 min.):

	Learning Activity #1:

	Review, ask prompt questions and make a story map together Write students answer on the Smart board (You can make a nice copy for that students so that they can have it as a reference when making skits.)
Ask Students:

· Who are the main characters? 

· Pig 1

· Pig 2 

· Pig 3 

· Big bad wolf 

· Why do the characters do what they do? 

· Pig 1 and 2 are lazy, taking short cuts

· Pig 3 is a hard worker 

· The big bad wolf is hungry and wants food

· What are three main points in the story?

· Beginning: Three pigs leave home and build their own homes

· Middle: The wolf huffs and puffs and blows the pigs houses down
· End: Pig 1 and 2 are saved by pig 3 and together they get rid of the wolf once and for all 
· What is the: 
· Problem: the big bad wolf wants to eat the pigs
· And the Solution: the pigs get rid of the wolf and realize that hard work pays off
· How does the story end and what do we learn? 

· Moral: Hard work pays off.

	Assessments/Differentiation:
	Listen to discussion, prompt students to get them thinking critically and give feedback whenever possible.

	Learning Activity #2:
	Split the class into 5 groups of 4
· Characters they could be: Pigs 1, 2 or 3 and the big bad wolf. 

· Characters will be written on cards, students can pick a card to know which character and group they are. 
· First explain to students that they are re-telling the story so we can make a few changed. 

· Example: don’t have enough people to have a man with straw so maybe the pigs could find straw on the ground. Encourage students to give their pigs names.

· Brain storm
 some possible changes they can make to the different characters (i.e. Pigs could be spies, chefs, the wolf could be the good guy) 

· After you have explained and brainstormed some ideas show students your sample puppets and then hand out the character cards. 

Walk around and listen to student’s responses. Try to make sure everyone is contributing to the discussion; encourage the students who are not. 

Have the students get into their group and encourage them to discuss how they would like to change their story so that they know what kind of character their puppet will be.
· Give students about 5 minutes to discuss. Put timer on the board. 
Transition: Tell students that now that we have some ideas of what we want to do we are going to make our very own puppets. 

	Assessments/Differentiation:
	If students need help, guide them by asking questions like “how would you feel if...” or “Why?” to guide them and make sure they are keeping on track without taking over.

	Learning Activity #3:

Making Puppets
Tell students not to rush if they do not finish their puppet today that is OKAY they will have time next art class to work on it. 
	Hand out puppet bundles. 
· Each bundle has a template and paper bag
Students have the rest of class to work on puppets; they will finish making their puppets next Art lesson. 
You will make the face and body of the puppet as a class. 
Students will add details next class (Details will give them a chance to be more creative and add their personality to the puppet.) 

· Show students how to trace out the body and face so that it covers the paper bag in pink (if they are making a pig) or brown/gray (if they are making a wolf) paper. Show students how they can fold the paper in half to get symmetrical shaped ears. 

· If there is time students may use markers/crayons to draw the eyes and nose. 

· Tell students that if they need help to raise their hand because you will see them and you will come to them. 

	 Assessments/Differentiation:
	Walk around and help students as needed. 

Ask them questions as they work to see if they are thinking about characterization and communication.

	Closure (5 min.):      
	 

	Consolidation/Assessment of Learning:
	Ask students to put their names 
on their bad and put all of their pieces into the paper bag. 

	Feedback From Students:
	Ask students if they are excited to make their puppet plays and if they have any questions.

	Feedback To Students:
	If you noticed anything during the lesson bring it up and let the students know. Answer any questions they may have.  

	Transition To Next Lesson:
	Next class we will finish up our puppets and I will teach you how to use them so that you can start working on your stories. 


Reflection: Although there are a few changes that need to be made, overall I feel that this lesson went well. I would change Activity #2 so that it stays at the carpet and is more teacher lead. 

Next time I will give more clear instructions at the start of each activity. I should explain that if students finish cutting they may start gluing and if they finish gluing they may start adding details. Also I forgot to clarify which side of the bag is the right side (I realized to late that’s important). Just something I need to do in general is follow through on rules and make sure students are following the so I can maintain control of the class.

Goals: Give clearer instructions and follow through. 

�Everything was color coded to help the students and me


�Made bundles. 


�Had some trouble with technology but I made it work. 


�Next time make sure that students have their supplies ready to go, this way if you do ask them to sit with their puppet groups there is less craziness. 


�Stopped and asked questions throughout the story to keep the students engaged and also get them involved in the story telling. Example: Asked them to help the wolf huff and puff so they all took deep breaths and blew


�The way I did this did not work. As soon as the students were back in their desks I lost their attention. Also I learned that 2nd graders do not summarize they simply repeat every detail of the story.  Next time I would keep the students at the carpet and lead a discussion and summarize the story for them. Not only would this keep students engaged but it would save time. 


�Students did not have many ideas so next time I would just have a list of possible changes they could make to help them out. 


�Next time have all discussions at the carpet so that students may speak with their groups and then return to their own desk. I had students work with their groups at different desks and then we had a grabbing glue and scissors problem. 


�I actually just let students work at their own pace but next time I would give clear instructions and demonstrate what and how to cut out the template. 


�Didn’t need to show this because I had templates made. Next time I would have a pre-cut template so that students may see what their end product should be. 


�This is the first thing I did when I handed out the puppets and I reminded students to write their name on the back before they handed them in.
